New research project: Exploring the impact of education and training initiatives of African community and refugee organisations

Free, confidential external assessment of your organisation’s education or training activity, free impact assessment training and mentoring, and  £50 for your organisation!

This is a challenging time for African community-based and refugee organisations. Many organisations are facing funding cuts, both due to government cutbacks, and because of government reluctance to support activities that serve single ethnic groups. It is therefore more important than ever for community organisations to have a clear evidence base for their work. At the same time, there is limited knowledge in policy and academic circles regarding the range and impact of activities conducted by African community-based and refugee organisations beyond social and cultural events, partly due to a lack of project-level research to explore the impact of activities on individual users. 

AET are therefore conducting an exploration of the types of impact being achieved by 10 education and training support initiatives of African community and refugee organisations, with the following aims:

i) developing guidelines for monitoring and measuring the impact of education and training activities of African community and refugee organisations

ii) raising awareness in academic and policy circles of the range and impact of education and training projects of African community and refugee organisations

iii) building the capacity of participating organisations to understand the range of impacts their project may have; to integrate the monitoring of impact in to the planning of future projects; and to build constructively on any strengths and weaknesses suggested by the exploration

There is an opportunity for 10 African community-based and/or refugee organisations who are running at least one education or training activity to be involved in the project. Benefits for participating organisations include:

-Free, confidential assessment of your education and training activity by a qualified external researcher

-Free professionally produced ‘Evidence of Impact’ report for your activity, to assist future fundraising

-£50 payment to your organisation, in compensation for support in co-ordinating a 2 hour focus group with approx. 10 of your activity users/ participants (who will also each receive £10)
-Free, optional half-day induction at your organisation on monitoring the impact on your work, and mentoring on how to build constructively on the results of the impact assessment eg. for fundraising purposes
